Lost in the maze: Those who don’t mind getting lost might want
to visit the rare Elizabethan hedge maze in the VanDusen Garden
in the city of Vancouver, British Columbia, on Canada’s west
coast. Planted in the fall of 1981, the maze is made of over 3,000
pyramidal cedars, which have been growing ever since. Some people
come to test their sense of direction as they walk through its cool
passageways, while others enjoy finding a quiet spot to contemplate
life. Those who are afraid of getting lost can view the maze from an
observation terrace and watch others try to find their way out!
