Underwater art: A young Bahamian girl sits beneath the sea
off the coast of New Providence, an island in the Bahamas.
Actually, the girl is a statue, made of sustainable materials
designed to encourage the growth of coral. Named “Ocean
Atlas,” this statue was made by Jason deCaires Taylor, an artist
and photographer. “Ocean Atlas” was installed in 2014 under
the water near the city of Nassau. It is 5.5 metres (18 ft.) tall and
weighs over 60 tonnes. It is possible to go snorkeling in the area
to see this interesting art installment up close.

Tiny tree: Fairy Lake near the town of Port Renfrew on
Vancouver Island, Canada, draws people to its shores so they
can view a little fir tree. This small conifer is special because it
is growing out of a log that is submerged in the lake. The tree
is thought to be between 30 and 40 years old, and no one
is quite sure how it survives on the log, which is the source
of its nutrients. The tree is the subject of many photographs,
and no two are alike. In times of high water, it may be almost
submerged, while on still summer mornings, it sits peacefully in
the mist.

While the
animals are ill or injured, they are nursed back to health by the
orphanage’s staff. The centre’s goal is for the animals to be
rehabilitated and returned to their natural habitats. Often, park
rangers are the ones who find and bring in animals and birds
that need medical treatment. The public can visit the orphanage
for educational tours.
