Camel comes home: There are stories of dogs and cats coming
home after being lost or given away, but it’s rare to hear about
a camel doing something similar. That’s what happened in North
China’s Inner Mongolia Autonomous Region. The camel’s owner,
Temur, sold his camel to a friend who lived 100 kilometres (62 mi.)
away. After spending the winter in his new home, the camel ran
away, eventually finding its way through desert and mountains to
its old home. Temur and his wife were moved to see the animal’s
devotion, so they arranged to keep it. They sent a younger camel
to the new owner as a replacement.

Away from home: When thinking about wallabies, Australia and
Tasmania come to mind. However, France should be included.
That’s because a colony of wallabies lives in the forest near
Rambouillet, west of Paris. About 150 of the creatures have lived
there for over 40 years. Ancestors of the current colony escaped
from a zoological reserve in the 1970s. While some were caught,
others found a home in the forest and have been living in the wild
ever since. Authorities have even posted road signs with pictures of
wallabies, so drivers would be aware of their presence.
