Glow in the dark: An American artist with a love of photography
and black light found a new canvas to create images: the human
body. John Poppleton uses UV body paint in a dark studio to create
incredible scenery and imagery on the backs of his models. He paints
balmy sunsets, purple clouds, rolling waves, and shimmering waterfalls
that glow luminously under black light. Viewers describe the results
as magical. He was once a wedding and portrait photographer and
uses his extensive photography experience to prepare his surreal
pieces.

Some of this fake food, known as
sampuru, appears very realistic. One woman from Chiba Prefecture
thinks sampuru is so interesting that she started collecting it.

She has a special
love for the displays of fake desserts, but she has everything from
spaghetti and sushi to French bread, hamburgers, and pizza. She
keeps her huge assortment of authentic-looking, fake food in a room
in her home.

That was over six years ago,
and while the girlfriend is long gone, Schieich is enjoying the game
of taking the same kind of photo for his social media posts.
