Noisy home: Living beside a busy highway isn’t most people’s idea
of peace and quiet.

The trouble is that
many fail the test the first time (or even the second or third time)
before finally gaining the right to drive. But for a man in England,
the third time trying his driving theory test was just the beginning
of his attempts.
