Home for bees: Bees are important to the environment because
they are pollinators. In China, where the native bee population is
in danger, a special bee sanctuary exists. It’s in the Shennongjia
Nature Reserve in the central part of the country, where a steep
cliff accommodates about 700 wooden boxes that the bees use as
their hives. Beekeepers tending to the boxes must also use them
as steps to reach the hives further up. To access the topmost hives,
the keepers use ropes. The steep cliff is an ideal spot because it
is inaccessible to bears. The area has diverse flora, as well, so the
bees have many places to forage for pollen.

A young couple in Diourbel, Senegal,
learned this the hard way. Khadim Mboup dressed up as a woman
and attempted to write high school graduation exams on behalf of
his girlfriend, Gangué Dioum. Mboup wore a dress, wig, scarf, and
earrings, and he put on makeup, too. Unfortunately for the couple,
an exam supervisor became suspicious and called the police.
Mboup had no choice but to confess to his actions, explaining that
he did it to help Dioum, who isn’t fluent in English. The couple
may now be barred from taking the exam for five years.
