Abandoned project: Turkey is home to a ghost town like no
other. The town of Burj al Babas, located between Istanbul and
Ankara, is an odd sight: hundreds of “castles” sit in the hilly and
forested region, but no one lives in any of them.

The landlord had hoped to get $680
(CAD) per month for the unit, an indicator of the expensive housing
market in this coastal city.
