Special date: August 25 has become a huge celebration day for the
Lammert family of Oviedo, Florida (U.S.). That’s because the three
children of the family—sisters Sophia, Giuliana, and Mia—were
all born on that day, three years apart (2015, 2018, and 2021).
Parents Kristin and Nick Lammert were amazed when their first two
daughters’ births landed on that date, but with Mia’s due date being
September 8, they didn’t think it would happen again.
