Abandoned hotel: Imagine heading to the beach but, instead
of finding luxury hotels lining the shore, a derelict old mansion is
sitting right in the water.

The
family eats in and doesn’t dine at expensive restaurants, and the
mom only wears second-hand clothing. By saving, she was able to
buy two houses. She is a member of a group called Frugal Women'’s
Federation. Growing up poor, she learned to do with less, and
continues that lifestyle today.
