Cat museum: A Dutch cat lover adored his pet feline so much
that, when the animal died, he founded a museum in its honour.
Called KattenKabinet (Cat Cabinet), the museum is a tribute to a
cat named John Pierpont Morgan. Owner Bob Meijer was known
to buy gifts for Morgan'’s birthdays, and he enjoyed the company of
this feline, who lived from 1966 to 1983. Located in Amsterdam,
KattenKabinet displays works of art, including paintings, sculptures,
and books, which reveal the roles of cats over the centuries. Today,
five cats call the building home. The museum is open to visitors,
who might spot one of the live felines amongst the artwork.
