Seagull dilemma: Watch out for seagulls when visiting Venice,
Italy.

One of the family’s descendants,
Henrietta Sitwell, recently found the piece in one of the numerous
attics of the their Weston Hall estate. An art student, Sitwell knew
the sketch was something special. “A Large Group of Punchinelli”
by Italian Rococo artist Giovanni Battista Tiepolo (1696-1770) was
expected to fetch 150,000 Euros-200,000 Euros at auction.

(8 to 10 pounds)

1 cup packed brown sugar

3 tablespoons honey

2 tablespoons cider vinegar

2-1/4 cups ginger ale
