Lucky man: For more than three decades, a Swiss man named

Device preservation: Once it becomes obsolete, giving up a well-
loved cell phone or other electronic device might be a sad thing
to endure for some people.

But such a thing exists at
the Khunjerab Pass in Pakistan’s Gilgit-Baltistan province, at an
elevation of 4,693 metres (15,400 ft.). Belonging to the National
Bank of Pakistan, it’s been there since 2016 and uses solar and wind
power. To keep the machine full of cash, a bank employee must
travel through dangerous mountains. The machine is mostly used by
locals, border guards, and a few travelers who like to pose next to it
