Watery mirror: The denizens of the city of Mitoyo, on Japan’s
Shikoku Island, wanted to attract tourists, so they held a photo
competition in 2016. One of the submitted photos, taken at the
Chichibugahama Beach, was so amazing that the city used it as a
marketing ploy.

A fish’s head on a bent knee turns into a butterfly
when the client stands up, while a close-mouthed frog tattooed on
an arm turns into an open-mouth reptile as the elbow is unbent.
When he is not creating images on skin, Hillik paints fascinating
images on canvas.
