Long nails: A nail technician and makeup artist from Gary,
Indiana (U.S.), has been growing her fingernails since 1989.

Money problem: If someone receives an obviously erroneous
paycheque that is worth many times more than expected, most
people would be honest and let the employer know about the
mistake.

That’s because the stadium has a railway track running
through it, and it’s active. The railway was defunct when the stadium
was built in the 1980s. However, locals wanted to reactivate the
historic tracks, and they did so. Now, during the summers, a steam-
powered engine pulls train cars full of tourists who are determined
to view the area’s scenery. While it seems odd, the sight of a train
chugging past the grandstand in the middle of a game has become
a highlight for both spectators and the train’s passengers.
