Tilted building: Italy’s Leaning Tower of Pisa isn’t the only
building in the world that looks like it might fall over at any
minute. Taiwan’s Chiayi County is home to the Taihe Zhenxing
Palace, which is tipped at an angle of approximately 45 degrees.

That is what Rhaetische Bahn railway
accomplished when it put 100 passenger cars together to make
a train that measured 1.9 kilometres (1.2 mi.) long. The train
took a 25-kilometre (15.5-mi.) journey through a terrain of sharp
turns with many ups and downs, 22 tunnels, and 48 bridges. It
went from Preda to Bergun in the eastern part of Switzerland.
The feat involved seven drivers who had the skill to coordinate,
with perfect synchronization, both acceleration and breaking.
Luckily, they completed the trip with perfection.
