Another
benefit is that people who live on the shoreline did not have to be
displaced. The highway allows people in Xingshan County in Hubei
to connect with a high-speed route to Shanghai, cutting the travel
time. The amazing infrastructure has become a tourist attraction.

People love it,
claiming that their kids can ride their bikes safely through the streets
and the elderly can go for walks.
