Salty place: Anyone who wants to fill a salt shaker, and happens
to be near eastern Germany, need look no further than Monte
Kali. This mountain of salt, located near the town of Heringen,
contains enough of the condiment to fill an infinite number of
shakers. The landmark towers over the area and can be seen for
miles.
