Herd mentality: A sheep farmer in Inner Mongolia in
northern China witnessed some strange behaviour from some
of his animals. Identified as Miao, the farmer found the group
of sheep continually walking in circles in their pen, with a few
standing in the middle. But only the sheep in pen number 13
were walking in circles, which was odd because there were 33
other pens on the farm. Experts ruled out disease as the cause,
and figured that the sheep were bored. When a few of them
started walking in circles, others followed because of their pack
animal mentality. All the sheep seemed to be in good health,
but the behaviour is not very common.
