Long live the goldfish: Many folks, or someone they know,
have owned a pet goldfish.

Bitter taste: Bitter taste: We may laugh at the stereotyped idea of
shoes getting chewed to smithereens by someone’s pet pooch, but
gnawing on things like shoes and boots can be unhealthy for dogs.
