Entertaining bird: Some people like to keep chickens as
pets, and one popular, though expensive, breed is the Ayam
Ketawa. The breed originated in Indonesia, and its name literally
means “laughing chicken.” The nickname describes the fowl’s
most unique feature: it makes laughing sounds that are similar
to a human’s. They are considered “longcrowers.” As well as
entertaining their owners with their laughing voice, these birds
are sociable and like to hang out with their people. In Indonesia,
owners of Ayam Ketawa can join clubs devoted to the breed, and
they even can enter their pets into competitions in which their
laughing sound is judged.

Cover charge: The owners of a high-end, historic deli in
Barcelona, Spain, got so fed-up with visitors who were “just
looking” that they decided to charge 5 Euros for browsers.
