Ice cream paradise: In Cuba, both tourists and locals can
indulge in ice cream to their hearts’ content, and for very little
cost, when they visit Parque Coppelia in Havana.

The world’s largest ice cream
pavilion, Parque Coppelia is so big that it takes up a whole city
block. For Cubans, going to this place is a tradition. People
have been eating ice cream there since it was built in 1966.
