Screen to sanctuary: As a teen actress in the 1957 film Loving
You, newcomer Dolores Hart kissed Elvis Presley, marking her
Hollywood debut.

Long and lonely road An amazing road connects Kashgar,
China, with Islamabad, Pakistan. The Karakoram Highway snakes
its way around mountains and through valleys for 800 km (500 mi.).
Without this highway, much of the area would not be accessible.
The road was built between 1959 and 1978 through an agreement
between both countries. Over the course of the construction, over
24,000 workers dodged mudslides and rockfalls to get the job done.
To this day, the road requires considerable maintenance to keep it
functioning. Tourists who decide to travel this road are rewarded
with beautiful views of mountains, glaciers, and alpine lakes.
