That
exposed the scam because he’d given different information to the
paramedics. Police investigated and found 127 complaints from
other restaurateurs about the man.

“Flexman.” People gave him the nickname because he uses a
tool called an angle grinder, which was invented by a company
called Flex, to cut down the poles that hold speed cameras. No
one knows who Flexman is, but motorists are fans because they
don't like paying the fines for speeding that’s caught on camera.
However, authorities are quite concerned about this vigilante’s
actions because he is harming the country’s infrastructure and
causing many thousands of euros in damages. Police say the
speed traps work to make roads safer because they encourage
drivers to slow down.
