Hot coffee: Most people like their lattes creamy and sweet, but
not the customers of a coffee shop located in the city of Ganzhou
in China’s Jiangxi Province. That’s where a new taste is tingling
customers’ senses: the taste of chilil The Jingshi Coffee Cafe
decided to try something new as a nod to the area’s spicy cuisine.
The baristas infuse the iced “Spicy Latte” with dried chili. Once
that’s done, they sprinkle a little chili powder on top. While this
sounds like an extremely spicy beverage, some think it’s actually
quite pleasant and not too hot.
