Skyward rent: The steep rental market in Vancouver, British
Columbia, Canada, pushed Tim Chen to a creative solution in his
living arrangements. Instead of shelling out hefty rent in the city,
this arts student from Calgary opted for a unique commute: flying
to his classes. After an increase in his rent, Chen found the cost
of flights surprisingly more affordable. Juggling just two weekly
classes while living with his parents, he manages to save over
half the cost of a Vancouver apartment. As housing prices rise,
unconventional solutions like Chen’s highlight how far people will
go to make ends meet in one of Canada’s priciest cities.
