Monkey trouble: For generations, tourists have delighted in
interacting with the monkeys that inhabit the grounds of the temple
in the city of Lopburi, Thailand. But now, frustrated authorities in
the city have decided to relocate these mischievous monkeys to
elsewhere. Approximately 2,500 of the macaque monkeys will be
transferred to large enclosures away from humans. This decision
follows an incident in which monkeys knocked a motorcyclist off
his bike and kicked a woman in the back because they were after
her food. Authorities say they don’t want any humans, or monkeys
for that matter, to be hurt, which is why they have decided to
move the playful primates away from the temple.
