GPS groceries: In Australia, a grocery chain called Drakes
Supermarkets is taking measures it deems necessary to prevent
the theft of expensive items, particularly meat products. To
combat this issue, the chain has started embedding GPS trackers
in its meat packaging. If the tracker hasn’t been deactivated by the
cashier at the register, it will trigger an alarm when a customer
leaves the store with the item.
