However, 
his routine excursion took an unexpected turn when he reeled in a 
surprising catch, a nearly 4-foot-long (1.2m) alligator while fi shing 
with his brother at a lake north of Knoxville, Tennessee (U.S.).

Subsequently, 
the alligator found temporary refuge at a local zoo until arrangements 
could be made for relocation to a more natural habitat.

High-tech hoax: A university hopeful in Isparta, Turkey, was 
apprehended for using an artifi cial intelligence system to cheat on 
an entrance exam. The candidate, known by the initials M.E.E., was 
detected during the test due to his suspicious behaviour.
