Magic hands: Shogo Yoshida, a hairdresser from Nagoya, Japan,
turned a genetic condition that causes swollen fingertips into a
unique advantage. Known as Bachi Yubi-san (Mr. Drumstick Fingers)
on social media, he gained attention by sharing photos and videos
of his distinctive hands. Diagnosed with pachydermoperiostosis,
he faced ridicule, but over time embraced his condition. After an
inspiring visit to a hair salon, he pursued a career in hairstyling
despite the challenges his condition posed. His bulbous fingers

became a signature trait, making him memorable and

helping him

excel, especially with his renowned head massages. He became a

sought-after stylist, celebrated for his unique talent.

Furry frenzy: A mall in Shenzhen, China, became what was
described as a “husky playground” when over 100 huskies escaped
from a dog cafe. Haha Husky Cute Pets is a place where visitors
can enjoy tea and play with the dogs, even buying dog treats to
feed their new four-legged friends. When a gate was accidentally left
open, the dogs took off out of the cafe and into the mall, playing,
howling, and snatching snacks from surprised shoppers.
