Early graduation: Few young people graduate from university 
at the age of 17, but Dorothy Jean Tillman II is one of them. In

Barrow blitz: Dylan Phillips, a mechanic from Pembrokeshire, 
England, has achieved a new Guinness World Record for the 
fastest wheelbarrow, reaching speeds up to 52 mph (84 km/h). 
The idea started in a pub and quickly turned into a reality for the 
man, who built the wheelbarrow in his shed. During a test, he hit 
37 mph (59 km/h), sparking his interest in the world record, 
which stood at 46 mph (74 km/h). Phillips then took his creation 
to the Straightliners Speed Week, where he smashed the record. 
Despite its impressive speed, the wheelbarrow is dangerous, 
lacking suspension and having only front-wheel brakes. Phillips 
described the ride as terrifying and uncomfortable. 

Campus cat: There’s a feline who can now boast the title 
“Doctor of Litter-ature.” Max the Cat received this honourary 
certificate from Vermont State University in Castleton, Vermont 
(U.S.), where he is a frequent and cherished visitor. The students 
adore interacting with him, and the university regards him as a 
beloved member of its community. Unlike typical academic 
pursuits, Max’s focus is on friendliness. For about four years, 
Max has made daily visits from his nearby home to spend time 
with students and faculty, becoming a campus celebrity.
