Bird blockade: Trains traveling between the English centres
of Brighton and London were delayed for at least 90 minutes for
an unusual reason: a baby herring gull on the tracks needed to be
removed. Officials turned off the power to the track during the
removal process. Herring gulls are a common sight in the seaside
town of Brighton, but they are on the red list compiled by the Birds
of Conservation Concern, due to their declining population numbers.
